ENOUGH TO SOFTEN AND REMOVE ALL FOREIGN MATERIAL USING A COLD IMMER-
SION TYPE CARBURETORCLEANER. MAKE CERTAIN THE THROTTLE BORES ARE FREE

OF ALL CARBON AND VARNISH DEPOSITS. RINSE OFF IN SUITABLE SOLVENT. BLOW
OUT ALL PASSAGES IN CASTINGS WITH COMPRESSED AIR AND CHECK CAREFULLY
TO INSURE THOROUGH CLEANING OF OBSCURE AREAS. CAUTION: DO NOT SOAK
PARTS CONTAINING RUBBER. FLOATS, OR DIAPHRAGM ASSEMBLIES.

DEPOSITS. RINSE OFF IN SUITABLE SOLVENT. BLOW OUT ALL PASSAGES IN CASTINGS WITH
COMPRESSED AIR AND CHECK CAREFULLY TO INSURE THORQUGH CLEANING OF OBSCURE

ADJUSTMENTS

TO REMOVE TAMPERPROOF IDLE MIXTURE SCREW PLUGS. INVERT THE CARBURETOR AND CENTER PUNCH
THE THROTTLE BODY 5/16 INCH FROM THE FACE OF EACH SCREW CAVITY AS SHOWN. USING A 1/8 INCH
DRILL BIT, ORILL APPROXIMATELY 1/16 INCH DEEP. THEN TIP THE DRILL BACK SUCH THAT THE BIT IS POINT-
ED TOWARD THE PLUG (TIP APPROXIMATELY 60° WITH RESPECT TO THE THROTTLE BODY FACE). DRILL

THROUGH UNTIL THE 8IT CONTACTS THE TAMPERPROOF PLUG.
